To maintain the local quality of education, attract and retain highly qualified teachers, and
maintain small class sizes, college/career/fjob preparation classes, art/music/foreign language
programs, computers, infrastructure and instructional technology upgrades, elementary science

A Parcel Tax

BACKGROUND:

The state budget crisis continues to threaten the stability of state funding for District programs. In order to
avoid further reductions and maintain the quality education for our students, the Board of Education, in
2004, brought to the Livermore public a parcel tax measure that was passed by a 71% margin. This tax
expires in June of 2010. The Board of Education has determined that the District must come back to the
Livermore voters for a renewal of the existing tax.

STATUS:

Working with the District's legal counsel and based on poll results, the Tramutola organization has
proposed the following ballot tanguage for a parcel tax measure for the November 4, 2008 ballot:

To maintain the focal quality of education, attract and retain highly qualified teachers, and
maintain small class sizes, college/career/job preparation classes, artmusic/fforeign language
programs, computers, infrastructure and instructional technology upgrades, efementary science
specialists, and high school counsélors, shall Livermore Valley Joint Unified Schoof District
extend its expiring parcel tax for five years at $138 per parcel, with an exemption for senior
citizens, independent citizens’ oversight, no money for administrator salaries, and all funds
benefiting Livermore students?

The details of this parcel tax are contained in Resolution No. 001-08/09, in this agenda. Known as the
Quality Education Act, the following are important elements of this ballot item:

= Topass, the Act must receive a two-thirds favorable vote of the electorate voting on the
measure. '

» The annual assessment of $138 per parcel will be levied for five years only.
= Senior citizens will bé eligible for an exemption from the assessment.

= The proceeds will only be used for the stated purposes and none will be used for adminisirator
or managers' salaries. |

= The expenditures of funds generated by this Act will be subject to two audits:

(1) An annual, independent financial audit of all proceeds conducted .
by a state-approved auditor;

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(2} An annual, independent performance audit conducted by a Board
appointed independent citizens' oversight committee to ensure that
the proceeds have been expended only as set forth in
the measure approved by the voters.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE LIVERMORE VALLEY JOINT
UNIFIED SCHOOL DISTRICT OF THE COUNTIES OF ALAMEDA AND CONTRA COSTA,
CALIFORNIA, ORDERING A PARCEL TAX ELECTION; ESTABLISHING
SPECIFICATIONS OF THE ELECTION ORDER, AND REQUESTING CONSOLIDATION
WITH OTHER ELECTIONS OCCURRING ON NOVEMBER 4, 2008

WHEREAS, this Board of Trustees (the Board) of the Livermore Valley Joint Unified
School District {the District) has determined that the continuing state budget crisis threatens
the stability of State funding for District educational programs and that this Board and this
community must continue to take action to provide local funding that cannot be taken away
by the State in order to maintain quality education and avoid further reductions in essential
educational programs,; and

WHEREAS, In the judgment of the Board it is advisable to call an election to submit
to the electors of the District the question of whether or not to renew a qualified special
parcel tax shall be levied for the purpose of raising money to provide local funding that
cannot be taken away by the State in order to maintain quality education and avoid
reductions in essential programs.

WHEREAS, Section 4 of Article Xl A of the California Constitution and Government
Code Section 50079 authorize a school district, upon approval of two thirds of the electorate
voting on the measure, to levy a qualified special tax for specified purposes; and

WHEREAS, this Board has properly noticed and held a public hearing to consider
whether a qualified special tax should be levied and to consider a proposed order of
election; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the California Elections Code, it is appropriate for the Board
to request consolidation of the election with any and all other elections to be held on
Tuesday, November 4, 2008, and to request the Alameda and Contra Costa County
Registrar of Voters to perform certain election services.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of Trustees of the Livermore
Valley Joint Unified Schoot District the following:

Section 1. Call for Election. The Board hereby orders an election and submits to the
electors of the District the question of whether or not to renew a qualified
parce! tax shall be levied for the purpose of raising money to maintain quality
education and avoid further reductions in essential programs as set forth more
fully in the ballot measure approved pursuant to Section 3. This Resolution
constitutes the order of the District to call such election.

Section 2. Election Date. The date of election shall be November 4, 2008, and the
election shall be held solely within the boundaries of the District.

Purpose of Election; Ballot Measure. The purpose of the election shall be
for the voters in the District to vote on a measure, a full copy of which is
attached hereto and marked Exhibit A, containing the question of whether the
District shall levy a qualified parce! tax with accountability provisions and a
senior citizen exemption. As required by Elections Code Section 13247, the
abbreviated form of the measure to appear on the ballot is attached hereto
and marked as Exhibit B. Exhibit A and Exhibit B are incorporated herein by
this reference and sets forth the type of tax, the rate of tax and the method of
calculation. The Superintendent or her designee is hereby authorized and
directed to make any changes to the text of the measure as required to
conform to any requirements of Article Xlil A, or the Alameda or Contra Costa
County Registrar of Voters.

Authority for Election. The authority for ordering the election is contained in
Section 50079 of the Government Code and Section 4, of Article XIil A of the
Constitution. The authority for the specification of this election order is
contained in Section 5304 and 5322 of the Education Code.

Delivery of this Resolution. The Clerk of the Board is hereby directed to
deliver a cenrtified copy of this Resolution to the Alameda and Contra Costa
County Superintendent of Schools, the Alameda and Contra Costa County
Registrar of Voters (the County Registrar) and the Alameda and Contra Costa
County Clerk of the Board of Supervisors.

Formal Notice. The Alameda County Superintendent of Schools and the
Contra Costa County Superintendent of Schools are hereby requested to
prepare and execute a formal notice of parcel tax election and consolidation
order in substantially the form attached hereto as exhibit C (the formal notice),
and to call the election by causing a formal notice to be posted in accordance
with Education Code Section 5362 no later than August 8, 2008, orto
otherwise cause the notice to be published as permitted by law. The
Superintendent as secretary to this Board is authorized to cause all notices
required by law in connection herewith to be published and posted, as the
case may be.

Conduct of Election. Pursuant to Education Code Section 5303 the Registrar
of Voters is requested to take all steps to hold the election in accordance with
law and these specifications.

Voter Pamphlet

The Registrar of Voters is hereby requested to reprint the measure in its
entirety in the voter information pamphlet to be distributed to voters pursuant
to Elections Code Section 13307. In the event the measure will not be
reprinted in the voter information pamphlet in its entirety, the Registrar of
Voters is hereby requested to print, immediately below the impartial analysis
of the measure, in no less thai04Point Bold Face Type, a legend

The Board of Supervisors of each County is authorized to canvass the returns
of the election pursuant to Elections Code Section 10411.

Appropriations Limit. The Board shall provide in each year (pursuant to
Section 7902.1 of the Government Code or any successor provision of law) for
any increase in the District's appropriation limit as shall be necessary to
ensure that the proceeds of the qualified parcel tax may be spent for the
authorized purposes. [Article Xlll B, Section 4 of the California Constitution]

Ballot Arguments. Any and all members of this Board are hereby authorized
to act as an author of any ballot argument prepared in connection with the
election, including rebuttal argument. The Superintendent, President of the
Board, or their designees, are hereby authorized to execute any document
and to perform all acts necessary to place the proposition on the ballot.

Section 10. Effective Date. This resolution shall take effect on and after its adoption.

Ballot Measure Full Text of Measure (TBD)

This proposition may be known and referred to as the Livermore Valley Joint Unified School
District Quality Education Act or as Measure (to be determined by Registrar of Voters)

Findings

The Livermore Valley Joint Unified School District (the District) which serves the City of
Livermore and portions of unincorporated territory in Alameda and Contra Costa County, is a
recognized leader in providing top quality education to Alameda and Contra Costa County
students for many decades. The District has received recognition as one of the top one
hundred school districts in the nation and twelve of the District’s twenty schools have been
recognized as California distinguished schools.

The achievements are the resuit of a long history of dedication to quality education from the
Board of Education, from staff members, parents and members of the District communities. The '
District and its students have benefited from a community that supports its educational
institutions by establishing high standards while at the same time providing the financial means

- required to exceed expectations.

The District is dependant on the State for the majority of its funding. The ongoing State budget
crisis threatens the stability of funds available to maintain the local quality of education, attract
and retain highly qualified teachers, and maintain small class sizes, college/career/job
preparation classes, art/music/foreign language programs, computers, infrastructure and
instructional technology upgrades, elementary science specialists, and high school counselors.
In order to provide our students with local funding that cannot be taken away by the State so
that we can maintain quality education and avoid further reductions in essential programs it is
necessary to seek voter approval of a qualified special tax to provide stable local fundingon a
temporary basis in order to maintain quality education and avoid further reductions in essential
programs pending future resolution of the ongoing State budget crisis.

Terms and Purpose

Upon approval of two thirds of those voting on this Measure, the District will be authorized to
levy a qualified special tax of $138 dollars per year on each parcel of taxable real property in

the District for no more than five years, commencing on July 1, 2010. This special tax, known

as and referred to as the Quality Education Act shall provide funds which shail be used to
maintain the local quality of education, attract and retain highly qualified teachers, and maintain
small class sizes, college/career/job preparation classes, art/music/foreign language programs,
computers, infrastructure and instructional technology upgrades, elementary science
specialists, and high school counselors during the current State budget crisis.

a. Specific PurpoSes. All of the purposes named in this Measure constitute the specific

- purposes of the special tax and all proceedx|shall be expended only for such purposes.
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b. Senior Citizen Exemption. An exemption shall be granted for any parcel owned and occupied
as a principal residence by a person 65 years of age or older upon application to the District.
This exemption shall be available pursuant to procedures to be prescribed by the Livermore
Valley Joint Unified School District Board of Trustees or otherwise as required by law or by the
Alameda County and Contra Costa County tax collector. At a minimum, these procedures will
provide that once an exemption is granted, the owner of the real property who qualifies for the
exemption does not have to apply each year to renew the exemption but rather, must timely
notify the District during the five (5) year period the parcel tax is in effect of any change in
circumstances which no longer qualifies the owner/real property for the exemption.

c. No Administrator Salaries. Proceeds from the qualified special tax authorized by this measure
shall be used only for the purposes described above and shall not be used for Administrator or
Management salaries.

Special Tax Levy and Coillection

The Quality Education Act tax shali be collected by the Alameda County and Contra Costa
County treasurer-tax collector at the same time and manner and shall be subject to the same
penalties as ad valorem property taxes collected by the treasurer-tax collector. Unpaid taxes
shall bear interest at the same rate as the rate for unpaid ad valorem property taxes until paid.
The collection of the tax shall not decrease the funds available from other sources of the
District in any period from the effective date hereof.

Taxable real property shall be defined as any unit of real property in the District which receives
a separate tax bill for ad valorem property taxes from the appropriate County treasurer-tax
collector's office. All property which is otherwise exempt from or on which are levied no ad
valorem property taxes in any year shall aiso be exempt from the tax in that year. Parcels
owned and occupied by persons 65 years of age or older are eligible for an exemption from the
special taxes described above.

Each year the District shall provide the appropriate County tax collection officials of a list of
parcels which the District has approved for senior citizen exemption. The County tax collection
official's determination of exemption or relief for any reason other than the senior exemption of
any parcel from taxation shall be final and binding for the purposes of this tax. Taxpayers
wishing to challenge the County Assessor's determination must do so under the procedures for
correcting a misclassification of property pursuant to section 4876.5 of the California Revenue
and Taxation Code where there are applicable procedures. Taxpayers seeking a refund of
special tax paid shall follow procedures set forth in the California Revenue and Taxation Code.

Accountability Requirements

-The provisions in this section are specifically included in this measure in order that the voters
and taxpayers in the District may be assured that their money will be spent wisely to address
the needs of the District and its students as set forth herein, all in compliance with the
requirements of Article Xili A Section 4 of the California State Constitution.
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Financial Audits

Upon the levy and collection of the special tax the Board shall cause an account to be
established for deposit of the special tax proceeds. For so long as any proceeds of the special
tax remain unexpended, the Superintendent or Chief Financial Officer of the District shall
conduct an annual, independent financial audit of all special tax proceeds which must be filed
with the Board of Trustees no iater than December 31 of each year. The audit must report the
amount of special tax received and expended in such year including a description of any
program or activity funded from proceeds of the special tax. The report may be prepared based
on a calendar year, fiscal year or any other appropriate annual period and may be incorporated
_into or filed with the annual budget, audit or any other appropriate routine report to the Board of
Trustees.

Performance Audits

The Board shall establish an independent citizens’ oversight committee which shall conduct an
annual, independent performance audit to ensure that the special taxes have been expended
only for the purposes set forth in this measure.

Severability

The Board of Trustees hereby declares, and the voters by approving this measure concur, that
every section and part of this measure has independent value, and the Board of Trustees and
the voters would have adopted each provision hereof regardless of every other provision
hereof. Upon approval of this measure by the voters, should any part be found by a court of
competent jurisdiction to be invalid for any reason, all remaining parts hereof shail remain in full
force and effect to the fullest extent allowed by law.
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
