The Board met in closed session pursuant fo Education Code Section 48918(c) regarding four expulsion
hearings; pursuant to Government Code Section 54957 regarding public employee
discipline/dismissalireleasefleave, and public employee employment; pursuant to Government Code
Section 549576 regarding conference with real labor negotiators; pursuant to Government Code Section
54957 6 regarding conference with labor negotiators. Staff in attendance included Brenda Miller,
Superintendent; Mike Martinez, Assistant Superintendent; Kelly Bowers, Assistant Superintendent; Yolonda
Holmes, Executive Director; Floyd Wilson, Executive Director; John Gray, School Services of California;
and Jeff Sloan, Legal Counsel.

RECONVENE IN OPEN SESSION

The Board reconvened in open session with Student Board Member Representative Kathryn Rambo
present.

Panel's recommendation and direct, effective immediately, that Student *J" be expelled from the
Livermore Valley Joint Unified School District for violation of Education Code Sections
