CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order by President Kate Runyon, with members William Dunlop, Stewart Gary,
Chuck Rogge, and Board Clerk Anne White present. '

The Board adjourned to closed session.
CLOSED SESSION

The Board met in closed session pursuant to Education Code Section 48918(c) regarding four expulsion
hearings; pursuant to Government Code Section 54957 regarding public employee employment; pursuant
to Government Code Section 54957 .8 regarding conferences with real property negotiators. Staff in
attendance included Brenda Miller, Superintendent; Mike Martinez, Assistant Superintendent; Kelly Bowers,
Assistant Superintendent; Yolonda Holmes, Executive Director; Floyd Wilson, Executive Director; Bob See,
Executive Director; and Jackie McHaney, Legal Counsel.

RECONVENE IN OPEN SESSION

~ The Board reconvened in open session with Student Board Member Representative Kathryn Rambo
present. Donna Geier, interim Superintendent's Secretary, also in attendance.

Action: Dunlop moved, Gary seconded, and motion carried 5-0 to approve the stipulated expulsion,
adopt Findings of Fact and Recommend decision to expel Student “M” from the date of execution
of this agreement, January 13, 2009, through August 24, 2009, from the Livermore Valley Joint
Unified School District for violation of Education Code Sections 48915(c)(4), 48900.2, 48900(k),
and 48900(n). A rehabilitation plan is on file at the District Office.

Action: Gary moved, Dunlop seconded, and motion carried 5-0 to adopt the Findings of Fact and
Recommend decision o expel Student “K” for the period of one calendar year (i.e., January 13,
2010° as proposed.)
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Action: Rogge moved, Dunlop seconded, and motion carried 5-0 that Student “O’ be expelled from
the Livermore Valley Joint Unified School District for violation of Education Code Sections
48915(a}(2), 48900(a)(1), 48900 (b}, and 48900(k). However, the Board ordered the expulsion
be suspended for one calendar year through November 2009. A modified Rehabilitation Ptan is
on file at the District Office.

Action: White moved, Gary seconded, and motion carried 5-0 that the Board accept the
Administrative Panel's recommendation that Student “S” be expelled from the Livermore Valley
Joint Unified School District for violation of Educafion Code Section(s) 48900 (a)(1), 48900(a)(2),
and 48900(k). A rehabilitation plan is on file at the District Office.

Anne White introduced Kathryn Rambo, Student Board Representative, and student Adam Weinstein and
asked them to discuss the two prestigious awards they recently received on behalf of the Youth Planning
Board, derived from the Tri-Valley Adolescent Health and Wellness Initiative: 1) the Helen Putnam Award
for Excellence and 2) The City, County and School District Partnership Award. Jean Prasher, City of
Livermore Human Services Director, described how the Youth Planning Board was unanimously chosen to
receive such awards for their three city collaboration of a genuinely youth led civic engagement.

Brenda Miller invited Jeff Keller, Marylin Avenue Principal, who recognized his entire staff for their unique
coliaboration to learn and share in an effort to improve student performance.

Brenda Miller asked Vicki Schellenberger, Livermore Valley Education Foundation {LVEF) President, to
introduce the recipients of the Sandia Excellence in Teaching Awards. Pat Smith, Director of Sandia Site
Operations, reported the origin and significance of the awards. The following recipients were given a
certificate of congratulations: Third grade team at Marylin Avenue-- Sharon Abri, Kerry Barger, Erika
Johnston and Wendy Otvos; Ravi Prabhula, science teacher at East Avenue Middle School; Nelson Fong,
math and science teacher at Livermore High School.

Carlene Naylor, Alameda County Office of Education, sent a letter regarding the Bargaining Agreement for
the Livermore Education Association — July 1, 2007, through June 30, 2011. The County has reviewed the
Public Disclosure of Coliective Bargaining Agreement, and its purpose is to determine whether this
agreement will have a material impact on the financial condition of the District in the current and
subsequent two fiscal years. Specifically noted is the “me too™ clause, reserve requirement dollars, and
refiree benefits.

STUDENT BOARD REPORTS

Kathryn Rambo, LHS, reported before the Winter Break the Leadership Class received Dear Santa letters
from a nearby preschool and dressed up as elves and caroled at the school; the science building and
office are fantastically finished, and afthough the new quad is nat finished, it is beautiful; the Leadership
Class is now using the marquis in the quad above the office door; the “DUY" challenge, involving golf carts
and drunk goggles, will take place on January 28; the Winter Ball and Campus Clean-up were successful;
Australian exchange students are in town with host families; eight students won the Norcal DECA Career
Development Conference; and five debate team members took home trophies at their debate tournament.

BOARD MEMBER REPORTS AND REQUESTS

Dr. Dunlop reported it had been a busy week for everyone including the review of the single school pians
which were very interesting and informative conceming goals for the coming year. He was pleased to
attend last Saturday's MathCounts Competition and commented on the huge turnout; however, he noted
there was no representation from Michell's sixth grade. Dr. Dunlop also attended a meeting hosted by
Geoff Warner to discuss the possibility of a pilot program to provide internet services to the schools’
economically disadvantaged families.

Chuck Rogge visited Portola and Junction schools and thanked them for showing him around. It was
apparent they take great pride in their schools, and he was impressed by their presentations. Mr, Rogge
also attended the MathCounts competition and the Granada High School wrestling tournament.

Stewart Gary thanked principals for their depth and detail conceming the singte school plans, and
commented on the energy and passion that goes into education in this District. He complimented and
thanked his peers for being so welcoming and willing to cross frain.
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Anne White commented the MathCounts Competition gets harder every year; she will attend her single
schoo! plan meeting tomorrow; and met with the Tri-Valley Education Coliaborative last week. Discussions
at the TEC meeting focused on various avenues for students to acquire internship opportunities. There
was quite a lively discussion regarding the construction trades and students obtaining jobs that provide
good pay and benefits, while learning real trade skills. These types of jobs are beneficial and provide
means by which to make a living while going to, or planning to, attend college.

Kate Runyon advised everyone to contact representatives at the State level to urge them to make decisions
now. Their delay puts the District in its own decision-making bind.

Ms. Miller thanked the Board for their foresight in approving implementation of the ConnectEd tool that
allows the District to communicate with the District's communities concerning important events, meetings,
emergency situations, etc. Secondly, Ms. Miller talked about the budget which will require difficuit
decisions to be made in the future.
