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' COURSE CONTENT:

Course Goals and/or Major Student Outcomes

This course provides students with an opportunity to pursue advanced techniques relating to
photography with an emphasis in expressing complex ideas and concepts through the use of art.

" The course is designed for students who have a strong grasp for the fundamentals of black and
white photography and wish to develop a personal style in order to communicate their ideas. In
addition to the traditional photographic process, students will learn how to use studio lighting and
flashes, digital cameras and editing techniques, as well as digital scanners for archival purposes.
Students will learn about the history of photography, how it has impacted both society and culture,
and its impact on the art world from its creation through present day. This course will focus on

- examining the digital culture and how it has affected image making and interpretation. Students
will examine, analyze, discuss, and evaluate current trends in art and photography, and how this
relates to contemporary art as well as their own practice. Students will also evaluate and discuss the
effectiveness of their own artistic creations.

Students will:

1. Produce original works of art that demonstrate complex ideas and concepts

2. Analyze art using appropriate language and vocabulary, demonstrated through class
critiques, self-evaluations, and presentations

3. Demonstrate an ability to create art that shows a personal style which communicates
complex ideas >

4, Use 35mm, 120mm, and 4x5” cameras

5. Have a working knowledge of studio lights, flashes, and lighting techniques

6. Demonstrate an ability to use digital cameras and computer editing techniques

7. Demonstrate a working knowledge of the Elements of Art and the Principles of

9. Discuss digital culture and its impact on image creation

Course Objectives

This course is designed to introduce students to advanced techniques and skills in photography and
printing. Students will continue to explore the Principles of Design and how they can be used more
- effectively to help communicate an idea and create narrative. Students will research the uses and
applications of photography today and how photography, as an art form, has developed since its
creation. Students will produce original works of art that continue to develop complex ideas and
concepts. This class will focus on analysis of art through class critiques, self-evaluation, as well as
artist presentations and papers. Students will produce their own body of work, which will be
digitally archived, edited into a portfolio, and selected works displayed in a public venue.

Students will determime their own original ideas, shoot for the assignment, develop
their own film, and print the required pictures. Throughout the project students will

“discuss progress with both peers and teacher on a daily basis.

Group work — Larger assignments and new concepts may require students to work in
a group with delegated responsibility, much like a professional photography business
would run. Students will choose roles and work as a group to complete projects.
Library and Internet research — Students will research and create PowerPoint
presentations for debates using both internet and library resources. They will also
utilize these tools for reflective papers and for image gathering.
